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Second — Repealed.
Article 24
Teachers, staff, and graduates of the Higher
Islamic Institute for the Training of Imams and
Preachers retain the rights they acquired under the
abolished Islamic Institute Law.
Article 25
First: Regulations may be issued to facilitate the
implementation of the provisions of this law.
Second: The President of the Bureau may issue
special instructions to facilitate the implementation
of the provisions of this Law.
Article 26
This Law shall enter into force from the date of
its publication in the Official Gazette.
Article 27
Concluding scientific agreements, holding
scientific seminars, opening branches of the college
and twinning with universities outside Iraq shall be
the prerogatives of the College Council after the
approval of the Council of the Sunni Endowment

Bureau and the President of the Office.



First: The Law of the Ministry of Higher Education
and Scientific Research No. 40 of 1988 and the
University Service Law No. 23 of 2008 shall apply
in what is not provided for in a special provision in
this law.

Second: The faculty members, including teachers,
administrators and students, enjoy the rights and
privileges enjoyed by their peers in the institutions
of the Ministry of Higher Education and Scientific
Research.

Article 22

The Minister shall have the authority of the
competent minister in all matters related to the
affairs of the College and its employees and in the
application of the laws of service, staff, discipline
and retirement.

Article 23

The Law of the Higher Islamic Institute for the
Preparation of Imams and Preachers No. 89 of 1985
shall be repealed, and Imam Al-Adham university
college shall replace the Institute in its rights and

First: Students are housed and fed at the expense
of the college, and the college may deprive the
student who fails in his class for the year of the
return of this right.

First: Those who are accepted into the college
must be:

(a) An Iraqgi Muslim.

B — Has good biography and good reputation.

Not convicted of a non-political felony or a
misdemeanor involving moral turpitude.

D - Holder of a preparatory school certificate in
one of the branches (scientific, literary, vocational,
Islamic) or religious schools in which the study is
equivalent to preparatory study in a manner that
does not conflict with the admission controls issued
by the Ministry of Higher Education and Scientific
Research.

E- Unregistered from colleges and institutes.

F- To submit a certified guarantee determined by
the College Council.

Second: The head of the Sunni Endowment

Second: The President of the Bureau may, upon a
proposal from the College Council:

1- Creating, canceling, merging and modifying
scientific departments.

2- Developing postgraduate studies in Baghdad

and the provinces in their field of specialization.
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are not decided within the said period, the Council’s
decision shall be final.

Third: In the event that the Minister does not
ratify the decisionsand recommendations, they shall
be reconsidered by the Council, and if the Council
insists on its decisions and recommendations, the
Minister may decide on them and his decision in
this regard shall be final.

Article 7

First: The college is managed by a dean at the
level of a general director whose scientific rank is
not less than an assistant professor associated with
the minister and practices the following:

1- Implementation of the decisions of the Council

2- Supervising administrative and financial affairs

3- Submit quarterly and annual reports on the
progress of the college to the Minister

Second: The Dean shall be assisted in the
administration of the college by one or more

assistants as needed.

Second: The Council shall authorize the Dean of
the College to grant some of his duties.

Article 6

First - The College Council meets at the invitation
of the Dean at least once a month and completes
its quorum in the presence of the majority of its
members and its decisions are taken by the majority
of the votes of those present and when equal, the
side with which the Chairman voted is weighted.

Second: The decisions and recommendations of |
the Council shall be submitted to the Minister for
approval within fifteen days from the date of their

registration in his office, and in the event that they




distribute curriculum vocabulary over the academic
years and determine their hours.

Chapter Two
College Administration
College Council
Article 4

The College has a council consisting of:

First: Dean of the College as Chairman

Second: Assistant Dean Member

Heads of Scientific Departments Members

Fourth: Two faculty members elected by two
faculty members in the college.

Fifth: One of the general directors with
competence in the Diwan of members of the Sunni
Endowment selected by the President of the Office.

Article 5

First: The College Council shall practice the
following:

1- General supervision of the college

2- Recommending the approval of the plans
proposed by the Dean or the committees he forms
to organize the affairs of the college, identify

academic topics and ways to develop them,
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by the dean of the college or his authorized
representative.
Article 3

The college aims to:

First: Preparing qualified people to assume the
functions of imamate, rhetoric, calling to mosques,
preparing memorizers and reciters of the Holy
Qur’an. Reciting it away from sectarian extremism
and sectarian fanaticism.

Second: Preparing qualified people to undertake
the task of scientific research and teaching
scientifically in line with the teachings of the true
Islamic religion away from sectarian extremism and
sectarian fanaticism.

Third: Preparing teachers to teach contemporary
Islamic, humanities and scientific sciences.

Fourth: Contribute to the development and
expansion of the circle of cognitive sciences and the

development of scientific research.



Law of Imam Al-Adham University College
No. 19 of #1997, as amended.?
Chapter One
Establishment and Objectives
Article 1
An Islamic college is established in Baghdad
called (Imam Al-Adham University College) and is
linked to the head of the Sunni Endowment Office,
and it has the opening of scientific departments
in the provinces according to the development
controls in force in the Ministry of Higher Education
and Scientific Research.
Article 2
The college has a moral personality and financial
and administrative independence to achieve its

purposes stipulated in this law and is represented
